GUIDELINES AND ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
· Applicants must be a citizen or legal permanent resident of the United States.
· Must have permanent residence status in Orange County, North Carolina
· Must be accepted as a full-time student at a college, university, or technical school offering a degree in criminal justice. 
· Must complete and submit a Scholarship Application by April 15.
· Applicants are notified if awarded a scholarship by May 15.

APPLICATION PROCESS
APPLICANTS MUST PROVIDE:
· Completed application form.
· Two references from neighbors, teachers, guidance counselor or a coach.
· Proof of acceptance at an academic, vocational or technical school for post-secondary studies in criminal justice.
· Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the school based on acceptance documentation submitted to SOCO.
